If your information is on the Voters List, you will be sent a Notice of
Registration Card (NRC) in the mail. It contains your voting location for
election day, 6 October, as well as a list of advance polls in your area that
will be open from 21 September to 30 September.

If you don’t receive a Notice of Registration Card, you may not be on the
Voters List or your information on the Voters List may be out of date. You
can update or add your information to the Voters List at your local returning
office (easily found here: elections.on.ca) at any time between now and
election day, or when you go to vote at either the advance polls from 21
September to 30 September, or on election day, 6 October.

To be added to the Voters List, you simply need to show one piece of ID
that has your name and residential address.
